· Create a comparison of similarities and differences between the roles identified in two advertisements.

SECTION B

· Carry out a detailed investigation of a specific topic that demonstrates that technological change has had an impact upon society. 3/4 page minimum, word processed, 12 point.

SECTION C

· Create a detailed writing that attempts to predict how  technological advances may affect society in the future. 3/4 page minimum, word processed, 12 point.
