Windows NT Networking

This document is designed to primarily assist those schools who are just beginning their networks. Schools with an established network may still find it of benefit, especially if they are extending the network. 

One way to establish a school network is through the Windows NT operating system. 

· The server version of Windows NT is placed on the Server. A server is the computer running systems software that controls access to all or part of the network and its resources.

· Unlike other operating systems, Win NT provides many security and storage features.

File Storage on our Network

What is our school going to store on each drive?

	Floppy disks (e.g. a:)
	Local Hard Drive (e.g. c:)

This is the hard drive of one computer. Often used to store operating systems and software applications. 



	NETWORK Shared Folder (e.g. g:)

This folder is available to anyone on the network. This is used to store information that needs to be available to anybody on the network.

(If the system has a tape back up, these files can be backed up easily)
	NETWORK User Folder (e.g. h:)

This folder is only available to ONE user, but it can be accessed through any network machine. This is used to store personal files.

(If the system has a tape back up, these files can be backed up easily)
