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The Arts – Art, Design & DigiComm 
 

Foundation Art Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will be exposed to the basic elements and principles of art, craft and 
design. Students will gain skills in the studio areas of painting, drawing, print 
making, sculpture and design. Appreciation and exposure to individual artist’s 
work, along with theory (30%) will also be included. 

 

Arts Enterprise  Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will undertake a range of practical and theory projects to further develop 
skills and knowledge of visual arts practice. Content may cover the broad areas of 
art, design, craft and media, art history and theory. This subject should be selected 
in conjunction with Year 8 Foundation Art. 

 

 Fine Arts A & B Year 9 2 Semesters 
Students will have the opportunity to develop their knowledge on the elements 
and principles covered in Foundation Art. The course covers the broad areas of 2-
D and 3-D from both a practical (70%) and theory (30%) perspective. The studio 
areas covered range from drawing, painting, design, printing, sculpture, and 
computer graphics. Students will also expand their appreciation and awareness of 
the visual arts. 

 

 2D Art  Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will explore elements and principles from the broad art area of  
2-D Art on a practical (70%) and theory (30%) level. The studio emphasis is 
painting, printing, drawing, design and computer graphics. Students will also 
expand on their appreciation and awareness of the visual arts through practical 
and Art History components. 

 

 3D Art Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will explore elements and principles related to the broad area of 3-D Art 
and Design. This will be achieved through the studio areas of sculpture, clay work 
and design, on both a practical (70%) and theory (30%) level. Students will also 
expand their appreciation and awareness of the visual arts. 

 

DigiComm Year 9 1 Semester 
Introductory DigiComm deals with communication in a digital world. Students 
gain skills in photography, film and animation to create their projects. They are 
encouraged to explore ideas and present their views of the world. Through 
viewing and analysing digital media, students can better understand how media 
and advertising is constructed and how it constantly affects their lives. 
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The Arts – Art, Design & DigiComm 
 

Fine Arts A & B Year 10 2 Semesters 
In this course students will continue to develop their understanding of the basic 
elements and principles of art. This course will cover areas of 2D and 3D from a 
practical and theory perspective. The studio areas covered are drawing, painting, 
design, printmaking, sculpture and computer graphics. Theory will revolve 
around Art movements and the appreciation and analysis of artist’s work. 
Students are encouraged to take part in an Art Excursion to Adelaide. 

 

Design Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will study the elements and principles of 2D and 3D Art in greater depth 
with the emphasis being on drawing, design and the design process, as well as 
product, environmental and graphic design.  These areas will be studied at a 
practical (70%) and theory (30%) level. 

 

2D Art Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will explore elements and principles from the broad area of 2D Art, at 
both practical (70%) and theory (30%) level.  Studio emphasis is on painting, 
printing, drawing, design and computer graphics. There is an Art History 
component in this course. 

 

3D Art Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will explore elements and principles related to the broad area of 3D Art 
and Design.  Studio emphasis is on sculpture, clay and design studied at both a 
practical (70%) and theory (30%) level. There is an Art History component in this 
course. 

 

DigiComm Year 10 1 Semester 
This course revises and extends skills in photography, film and animation. 
Students will have the opportunity to learn advanced Photoshop manipulation 
techniques and use advanced movie making software, with the aim of making and 
presenting professional quality work across a range of digital media.

The Arts – Drama 
 

 

Drama Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will be introduced to basic drama skills through voice, movement, 
characterisation, improvisation, tableau and mime activities. They will enhance 
their listening, problem solving, interpersonal, communication skills and they will 
learn to work productively in groups. Major performance tasks will include a 
focus on a topic such as radio drama and/or storytelling. Literacy skills will 
include journals, review writing, responding to and analysing short performances. 

  
 

Drama A Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will develop performance skills through the study of voice, movement, 
improvisation, characterisation, mime, script writing and tableau techniques. 
Group skills will be developed and students will learn to respond critically to the 
processes and presentations of drama. There will be 2-3 major performance 
projects, including one focusing on History of Theatre, one using the 
melodramatic style and an optional third group-devised performance. Through 
these performances students will explore aspects of theatre production. Literacy 
skills will include journals, review writing, responding to and analysing short 
performances. 

 
 

 

 

Drama B Year 9 1 Semester 
Skills developed in Drama A are extended and students develop a more complex 
understanding of performance techniques. A focus on improvisation may 
culminate in a Theatre Sports Tournament. A unit of mime, movement and stage 
fighting will lead to a small group performance for a class-negotiated audience. 
Students will conduct research on careers in the film industry. They will also 
develop skills in media production and/or puppetry. In Term 4 students will 
participate in a whole class or small group production. Literacy skills will include 
journals, review writing, responding to and analysing short performances. 

 

Drama A Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will develop knowledge and skills in stagecraft and aspects of theatre 
production, including costume design, set design and publicity. The history of 
theatre and performance styles will be studied and explored through a variety of 
theory and practical tasks. Students will be introduced to comedy and tragedy, 
Italian Commedia Dell’arte style of theatre and a play will be devised and 
performed publicly. A class production will be negotiated for public performance. 

 

Drama B Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will develop and revise knowledge and skills in stagecraft and aspects of 
theatre production.  History of theatre and performance styles will be explored 
through a variety of theory and practical tasks. Students will conduct a research 
assignment. A class production will be negotiated for public performance. 
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The Arts - Music 
 

Music Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will experience music by having the opportunity to play instruments 
from the Rhythm Section: Guitar, Keyboard, Drum-kit.  Students will gain an 
appreciation of music by listening to and learning about instruments of the 
orchestra.  They will also learn to read and write music. 

 
 
 
 

Music Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will continue to develop their instrumental and performance skills. They 
will form and participate in a class ensemble and further their knowledge of music 
theory, aural, composition and history including rock/pop studies. 

 

 

Advanced Music Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will extend their ability to read, write and play music. They will be 
required to undertake regular instrumental lessons with the ‘Instrumental Music 
Service’ or privately.  Emphasis is placed on practical work (solo, class and small 
ensemble) and music theory.  Students will learn music industry skills and extend 
their composition skills through jingle writing. 

 
 
 

Music Year 10 2 Semesters 
Students will extend their ability to read, write and play music. They will be 
required to undertake regular instrumental lessons with the ‘Instrumental Music 
Service’ or privately. Students will form and participate in a class ensemble. They 
will be introduced to modern theory, music industry skills, song writing, 
arranging and computer music.

English  Year 8 2 Semesters 
Students are introduced to the fundamentals of interpreting and composing 
literature with a focus on the writing process, characterisation, and text elements. 
They will explore the nature and skills of viewing and reading, public and formal 
speaking, and listening for purpose. 

 
 

Development English  Year 8  1 or 2 Semesters 
This course is available to students who need to develop their reading and writing 
skills. It is offered as an alternative to Year 8 LOTE and participation is based on 
primary teacher recommendations. Priority will be given to students on a 
Negotiated Education Plan. 

 
 

English  Year 9 2 Semesters 
Students will focus on writing and interpreting areas of narrative, text structure 
and form, characterisation and report/research writing skills. This course will 
introduce figurative language, media writing structuring arguments / essays. 
Students will also undertake work in the area of reading and viewing, as well as 
aural and oral language. 

 
 
 

English Year 10 1 Semester 
This preparatory course covers the basics of character, exploration, creative 
writing, descriptive language and expression of opinion, including essay writing. 
The course will address the critical skill areas of reading and viewing, aural and 
oral skills (including public speaking). 

  
 
English Electives  (Semester 2) 
 

Classic English  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students contemplating future formal English studies will benefit from this 
course. They will explore a number of classic texts (written and visual) in order to 
understand and develop a range of literary concepts and devices – the formal 
essay, in-depth characterisation, analysis, perspective and empathy, 
bibliographical conventions, noting and research skills. 

 

Contemporary English   Year 10 1 Semester 
Contemporary English is designed to allow students to develop their English 
skills and to prepare them for future study. This course will look at a wide range 
of visual and print texts with a focus on popular/contemporary genres which will 
include units from a selection of the following areas – music, popular culture, 
advertising and persuasive language, newspapers and media and film as text. 
Students will be encouraged to explore the nature and impact of language as well 
as develop their communication skills through writing, speaking, listening and 
viewing.

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Health and Physical Education 
 

Health and Physical Education   Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will develop basic movement skills through experiences in activities 
such as athletics, badminton, soccer, basketball, hockey, minor games, and 
softball. Health studies will include protective behaviours, decision-making, 
assertiveness, physical fitness and sexuality. 

 

Physical Education (Girls)  Year 9 1 Semester 
This course will have an emphasis on aerobics and includes a section on self 
defence. A levy of $50 needs to be paid before the commencement of the self 
defence unit. 
 

 

Physical Education A Year 9 1 Semester 
The emphasis in this unit will be on the development of motor skills and the 
understanding of team play in activities such as volleyball, football, netball, 
basketball, softball, sofcrosse, indoor games and athletics. 

 

Physical Education B Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will take part in a variety of team sports such as volleyball, football, 
netball, basketball, softball, sofcrosse, indoor games and athletics. 

Health and Physical Education   Year 9 1 Semester 
This is a compulsory lifestyle management course based around student safety in 
regard to physical fitness, positive relationships and sexuality. Participation in 
physical activities complements this course. 
 

 

Physical Education (Girls)    Year 10 1 Semester 
This course includes a unit on self defence. There is an emphasis on activity and 
its personal value. The course is designed around students sporting interests and 
may include visits to out-of-school venues. A $50 levy for self defence applies 
and this needs to be paid before the commencement of the unit. 
 

 

Physical Education A Year 10 1 Semester 
To develop physical skills, knowledge, understanding and a desirable attitude 
towards fitness through enjoyable participation in activities like touch football, 
conditioning, archery, table tennis, badminton, athletics and golf.  Skeletal and 
Muscular system will be covered as part of this course. 

 

Physical Education B Year 10 1 Semester 
This course aims to develop physical skills, knowledge and a positive attitude to 
fitness by participating in enjoyable activities such as archery, conditioning, 
badminton, table tennis, golf, volleyball and touch football. The Circulatory and 
Respiratory system will be covered as part of the course.

Health and Physical Education 
 

Home Economics & Health  Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will have the opportunity to participate in activities in the food area to 
increase their food knowledge and to develop their skills to prepare a range of 
healthy food.  In the fabric area, students will have the opportunity to examine 
clothing and to produce a range of fabric products. OHS and W guidelines will be 
followed in both areas. 

 

Foods Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will have the opportunity to gain knowledge and understanding by 
participating in a range of food preparation techniques. Selecting, purchasing, 
storing and cooking food for a variety of food dishes suitable for meals and 
snacks will be included.  Students will research food from another country and 
present their findings. 
 

 
 

Catering & Food Service     Year 10 1 Semester 
In this course students will gain an understanding of, and follow safe food 
handling practices.  A range of food preparation methods will be experienced to 
assist students to develop their skills in preparing and presenting food for 
themselves and others.  There will be opportunities for students to examine the 
provision of food in the community. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Towards Tomorrow Year 10 1 Semester 
The Work Education component includes work experience, career paths/choices, 
resume writing, the history and future of work, job applications, interviewing 
skills and the organisation of a portfolio. This course also has a health focus 
covering self-esteem, decision-making, goal setting, harassment, sexuality and 
drug education as linked to the world of work.  Students will undertake 
components of the Personal Learning Plan, a compulsory part of the SACE. 

 

Food and Health Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will have the opportunity to investigate the Australian Guide to Healthy 
Eating. Students will examine their own eating patterns and assess for changes. 
They will also be involved in decision making in relation to planning and 
preparing food dishes for a variety of situations, to broaden their food 
experiences. 

 

Peer Support Year 10 1 Semester  

SACE Stage 1 
Following the Year 9 Peer Support Camp in Semester 2, in which all Year 9 
students participate; students are invited to nominate to become Peer Support 
Leaders for the following year. Students are selected by going through an 
application process. Peer Support students are involved with the Year 7-8 
Transition program and are allocated to a Year 8 Home Group in order to mentor 
and support the new Year 8 students. 
 
Students participate in lessons with the Peer Support Teacher where they plan and 
prepare 40-minute weekly lessons to deliver to their Year 8 Home Group. 
Students regularly reflect on their contribution and developing skills throughout 
the Peer Support Program.

LOTE Year 8 1 Semester 
Year 8 LOTE introduces students to the language and culture of their chosen 
subject. These are taught through a series of topics and include a wide variety of 
activities and tasks. Emphasis will be placed on all four language skills (ie 
listening, speaking, reading and writing), understanding language and 
understanding culture. Students will also have the opportunity to communicate via 
letters and emails with students in a native speaking country of the target 
language. This subject leads to Year 9 LOTE. 

 

LOTE Year 9 1 Semester 
Year 9 LOTE continues with the study of language and culture, which are taught 
through a series of topics. These include a wide variety of spoken and written 
tasks and cultural activities. Emphasis will be placed on all four language skills 
(ie speaking, listening, reading and writing), understanding language and 
understanding culture. Students will also have the opportunity to communicate via 
letters and email with students in a native speaking country of the target language. 
This subject leads to Year 10 LOTE. 

 

 

LOTE Year 10 1 Semester 
Year 10 LOTE continues with the study of language and culture. These are taught 
through a series of topics and include a wide variety of activities and tasks. 
Students will listen and respond to texts, exchange information, read texts and 
write in the target language. Emphasis will be placed on all four language skills 
(ie speaking, listening, reading and writing), understanding language and 
understanding culture. Students will also investigate and analyse different cultural 
values and practices. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: As part of the year 9 and 10 Spanish courses, students 
will be given the opportunity to obtain VET (Vocational Education and Training) 
units in IT (Information Technology).

Mathematics  Year 8 2 Semesters 
The Maths course in Year 8 is composed of a series of topics based on the 
SACSA strands of Exploring, Analysing and Modelling Data, Measurement, 
Number, Pattern and Algebraic Reasoning, and Spatial Sense and Geometric 
Reasoning. Students will develop and learn to use a wide variety of mathematical 
processes. This course leads to Year 9 Mathematics. 

Mathematics Year 9 2 Semesters 
The Maths course in Year 9 is composed of a series of topics based on the 
SACSA strands of Exploring, Analysing and Modelling Data, Measurement, 
Number, Pattern and Algebraic Reasoning, and Spatial Sense and Geometric 
Reasoning. Students will develop and learn to use a wide variety of mathematical 
processes. This course leads to Year 10 Mathematics. 

Mathematics Studies A   Year 10                 1 Semester 
This course involves problem solving in the areas of algebraic patterns, number 
systems, measurement and the metric system. Students will learn the skills of data 
collection and graphing. They will also do practical work involved with 
coordinates, geometry, trigonometry, parallel lines and angles. This subject, in 
conjunction with Maths Studies B and C leads to Maths A, B and C in Year 
11. 

Mathematics Studies B   Year 10 1 Semester   
A course involved with logic systems as applied to models of growth, linear and 
exponential functions. Students will learn about logarithms, quadratic equations 
and polynomials. This subject, in conjunction with Maths Studies A and C, 
leads to Maths A, B and C in year 11. 

Mathematics Studies C   Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will study problem solving associated with co-ordinate geometry, planar 
geometry and right-angled triangles. They will be introduced to other triangle 
geometry as well as trigonometry. This subject, in conjunction with Maths 
Studies A and B leads to Maths A, B and C in Year 11. 

 

Mathematics Applications A   Year 10  1 Semester 
 
Students will study a range of topics involving the management of money and the 
maths skills necessary for entrance into a trade. Topics will include earning an 
income, tax, budgeting, savings, investment, and buying a car. This subject leads 
to Maths Applications B in semester 2 and Maths Applications A and B in 
Year 11. 

Mathematics Applications B     Year 10         1 Semester 
 
Students will study a range of topics involving Maths in everyday life and the 
Maths skills necessary to entrance into a trade. Students will look at the Maths 
involved in being a consumer, travelling, buying property and building a house. 
This subject leads to Maths Applications A and B in Year 11.

Science  Year 8 2 Semesters 
The Science course in Year 8 is composed of a series of topics based on the 
SACSA strands of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. 
Students in Year 8 will study Mixing and Separating, Pushes and Pulls, Energy, 
Cells, The Living World, The Earth and Beyond, How Things Work, Matter and 
Chemical Reactions. Students also explore what it means to work scientifically 
and to work safely in a laboratory. This course leads to Year 9 Science. 

 

Science  Year 9 2 Semesters 
The Science course in Year 9 is composed of a series of topics based on the 
SACSA strands of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. 
Students in Year 9 will study Investigating Reactions, Living Together, 
Environments, Rocks, Life in the Past, Light and Sound, Investigating Heat, 
Everyday Substances, Living with Acids and Bases, Responding, Dynamic Earth 
and Using Electricity. This course leads to Year 10 Science. 

 

Science Studies A Year 10 1 Semester 
Science Studies A is composed of a series of topics based on the SACSA strands 
of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. Students in this 
subject will study How Cells Work, Communications Technology, Exploring the 
Universe and Elements and Compounds. This course leads to Science Studies B. 

 
 

Science Studies B    Year 10         1 Semester 
Science Studies B is composed of a series of topics based on the SACSA strands 
of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. Students in this 
subject will study Our Genes, Road Science. Our Energy Future and Chemicals in 
the Environment. This course, in conjunction with Science Studies A, leads to 
Physics, Chemistry and Life Biology in Year 11. 

 

General Science A    Year 10 1 Semester 
General Science A is composed of a series of topics based on the SACSA strands 
of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. Students will 
study Forensic Science, Exploring the Universe, Road Science and Body Systems. 
This course leads to General Science B in Semester 2 and Life Biology, 
Environmental Science and Science and Industry in Year 11. 

 

General Science B Year 10 1 Semester 
General Science B is composed of a series of topics based on the SACSA strands 
of Earth and Space, Energy Systems, Life Systems and Matter. Students will 
study Consumer Science, Biotechnology, Disease and Energy Alternatives. This 
course leads to Life Biology, Environmental Science and Science and 
Industry in Year 11. 
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Society & Environment  
 

Society & Environment   Year 8 1 Semester 
Students study early life forms, leading to the development of early civilizations. 
The concept of chronological time and influence of environmental factors in 
determining the location of early civilisation is developed. 
 
Students also study simple map making and develop their map reading and atlas 
usage skills. A study is undertaken into the weather and climate processes, along 
with an exploration of the differences that arise due to settlement location and the 
influence of location upon human activity. 

 

Society & Environment   Year 9 2 Semesters 
Students study the early historical development of Australia, from pre-European 
times through to the Gold Rushes. Key events from this period, and their impact 
upon Australian society are investigated. 
 
Students also focus on the characteristics of the local Riverland region, leading to 
a closer investigation of the Murray Darling Basin and its importance to us as 
well as a study of the Asian region and its links and importance to Australia. 

 

Society & Environment  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students study a number of hazards with the potential to cause trauma and 
destruction to human populations. Causes, effects and responses to these events 
are considered. Students also study the democratic and economic processes that 
impact on our society. An investigation of the importance of resources to our way 
of life and the environmental impacts of obtaining and using these resources is 
carried out. 

 

Geography Year 10 1 Semester 
Geography is the study of people and the environment and how they interact with 
each other.  Students will study a number of topics, including cities and coasts, to 
obtain geographical knowledge necessary to continue study in this subject.  There 
will be an emphasis on the gaining of practical skills, involving fieldwork using 
computer programs such as Arcview GIS Mapping (an industry level program), 
Simcity and Orienteering. 

 

Modern World History Year 10 1 Semester 
A study of world events, developments and issues from the mid –18th Century to 
the present. Students become aware of contemporary concerns through a study of 
their historical origins and development. Units of study include the French 
Revolution, the American West 1840-1895, the Industrial Revolution, World War 
1 and the Space Race. Topics may be negotiated. 

 

Designing & Landscaping Year 10 
Students study basic propagation techniques, soil properties, irrigation systems, 
basic garden design and management. A highly practical course, in which 
students carry out activities and projects in a group situation. 
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Society & Environment (Agriculture)  
 

Agricultural Science Year 8 1 Semester 
Students are provided with the opportunity to study various aspects relating to 
agricultural practices. Topics will include Introduction to Agriculture, History of 
Agriculture, Market Gardening, Animal Husbandry, Zones of Agriculture in 
Australia and South Australia. 

 

Market Gardening & Poultry Year 9 1 Semester 
Students are engaged in a practical approach to agriculture where they will be 
given the opportunity to be managers of their own vegetable garden. Intensive 
animal production is studied using poultry as a focus. This includes raising 
chicks, managing egg layers and meat birds. It encompasses growing vegetables 
successfully and the influence of climate on agriculture. 

 

Animal & Plant Production Year 9 1 Semester 
A practical approach to agriculture is taken, including a study of anatomy and 
physiology, factors that influence animal production, harvesting, storage and 
marketing of animal products. Plant structure and function is considered as well 
as reproduction, factors influencing productivity, and sexual versus asexual 
methods of reproduction.  Fruit fly impact and control measures are investigated. 

 

Vineyard Management & Year 10 1 Semester 
Nursery Practice  
Students study the basic principles underlying the agricultural practices. Emphasis 
is placed upon the reasons for various cultural and management operations. 
Topics include vineyard management – pruning, soil management, pests, pest and 
disease control, fertiliser application, chemical calibration and safety, irrigation 
and irrigation calibration, frost control, cover crops and vegetative reproduction. 
The structure and function of vine parts as well as trends in the industry are also 
covered. 

 

Sheep and Wheat Year 10 1 Semester 
Students examine reproduction and factors affecting reproduction in sheep. 
Disease and management control are covered as well as sheep classing. Winter 
cereals and their relationship to sheep farming are covered. Topics include 
reproductive systems of the ram and ewe, management of the pregnant ewe, 
external parasites and selected diseases, sheep classing, cereal 
distribution/production in Australia, structure and growth of the cereal plant, soil 
preparation and sowing of cereal seeds, the cereal production cycle. 
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Technology & Design 

Tech Studies Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will develop skills in woodwork, metalwork, plastics and Computer 
Aided Design. Students will have a choice of designing their own projects. 

 

Tech Studies A Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will develop skills in woodwork, metalwork, plastics and Computer 
Aided Design. Students will have a choice of designing their own projects.  

 

Metalwork Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will develop a wide range of skills including welding, machining (lathe 
work) and light fabrication where they will design and make their own small 
projects.  

 

Woodwork for Girls Year 9 1 Semester 
Girls who choose this course will have opportunities to develop skills in working 
with hand tools and some power tools. We anticipate some creative wood projects 
including wood turning but not restricted to these. There will be scope for girls to 
design and make projects of their own choosing. 

 

Tech. Studies B Year 9 1 Semester 
This semester requires knowledge and skills gained from Semester 1.  It is an 
extension of work and allows some choices, involving opportunities to design and 
build C02 dragsters, to use electronic kits, mechanisms and digital imaging as 
well as investigating flight. 

 

Cabinet Making  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will study current furniture construction techniques and traditional joint 
construction in the making of two small cabinets. Skills in using knock down 
fittings, machining and assembly will be developed as students use melamine or 
veneer coated boards. 

 

Metalwork Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will develop skills and study the processes involved in Braze, MIG and 
Arc welding, plasma cutting and metal turning throughout the construction of a 
student selected and designed major project. 

Contemporary Furniture  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will develop skills in traditional framing and carcase joints as well as the 
use of up to date knock down fittings.  They will then follow a Design, Make and 
Appraisal approach to complete a major project, using and purchasing timber of 
their choice.  All students will be required to select and purchase their choice of 
materials.  Wood turning will be encouraged in the project or as a separate 
activity. 
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Technology & Design 

Technology Enterprise Year 10  1 Semester 
A totally practical unit of work where students will explore enterprise activities 
based mainly in the metalwork or woodwork fields.  Students may construct metal 
sculptures, outdoor seating etc. with the aim of mass production and selling their 
products. 

 

Creative Sewing Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will have the opportunity to be creative and to extend their own skills 
and experiences. They will be involved in the selection of patterns and fabrics, 
and to construct a range of articles and/or garments for their own use or for others. 
Some students may wish to investigate ways to enhance, rejuvenate or recycle 
used items. 

 

Creative Fabrics  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will have the opportunity to build on and extend their previous fabric 
handling skills to produce a range of articles and/or garments of their choice. 
Consumer awareness issues will be raised in relation to analysing, purchasing and 
caring for clothing and other fabric articles for a variety of purposes. An 
opportunity for recycling will be available. 

 
 
 
 

Computing Year 8 1 Semester 
Students will be introduced to file operations, Internet and E-mail use. They will 
also develop keyboarding skills, learn to use word processing effectively, desktop 
publishing and PowerPoint. Students will learn about the impact of computers in 
society and the advantages of electronic communication. 

 
 
 

Computing Year 9 1 Semester 
Students will be exposed to more advanced word processing and introduced to 
simple applications of databases, spreadsheets, web page design and digital 
media. Students will continue to refine their methods of searching on the Internet. 
Computer concepts and issues will be covered. 

 
 
 

Computing Studies  Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will be involved in activities to build more complex databases and 
spreadsheets using the System Development Cycle and apply their word 
processing skills in report writing and presentation. Optional topics will be 
offered which may include webpage design; PowerPoint; programming in HTML; 
graphics; building a computer (practical) and computer maintenance.  It is not 
necessary to have done Year 9 Computing to succeed in this subject. 

 
 
 

Information Processing   Year 10 1 Semester 
Students will be given the opportunity to develop keyboarding skills to a high 
level. Students will concentrate on quality publications using a variety of medium 
such as word processing; desktop publishing; PowerPoint and web pages. An 
understanding of the uses of these tools with an emphasis on business/office 
examples using recognised design principles will be developed.
