3. Commonwealth Funding  
 

(a) The new language centre will be built at the senior 
campus ($1,075,000).  There will be Greek, Spanish, 
Japanese and Ngarrindjeri classes conducted there in 
2010.  Clearly the centre, which will boast full video-
conferencing facilities and an electronic whiteboard will 
be used for other classes as well.  We will ensure that it 
is fully utilised. 
 

(b) Refurbishment to the tune of $200,000 will soon 
occur at the middle campus.  The plan is for the existing 
front office to become a Student Services Centre.  The 
administrative functions will re-locate to the old 
administration centre – which is the focus of 
refurbishment.  I will move into the former Principal’s 
office. Warren Adams (S.A.O.) and Sue Jenke (Finance 
Officer) will also be located there.  We will also have a 
new meeting / boardroom area in this part of the school. 
 

(c) The purchase of the new computers and ICT 
infrastructure progressing.  DECS is managing this 
project and the end result will certainly benefit our 
students. 
 

(d) We are eagerly awaiting the result of our Trade 
Training Centre application.  This could result in up to $6 
million of new training equipment and other resources 
being located in the Riverland. 
 

State Funding  
 

(a) The Riverland Trade Schools offices and ICT 
suite will be built at the senior campus (adjacent to the 
new language centre).  This will add considerably to 
learning outcomes for students at Glossop and 
throughout the Riverland. 
 

(b) I have recently applied for the continuation of 
dual-campus funding.  Our current “agreement” finishes 
at the end of 2010.  This will enable us to:

7. COMMUNITY NOTICES 

 

 
 

Early Intervention  
 

Mental illness can potentially interrupt your study, work, 
social life and perhaps worst of all, your relationships with 
family and friends. They say 'prevention is better than a 
cure'.  It certainly is the case when looking after our 
mental health. Research into depression, substance use, 
psychosis and bipolar disorder shows that getting help 
early, or early intervention, is crucial. 
 
What is Early Intervention? 
Early intervention means accessing and using treatment 
services at the first sign that mental health problems may 
be emerging. Early intervention: 

·  enables young people to start treatment as soon 
as possible, when the symptoms of mental illness 
are not too disabling  

·  helps young people to develop or build on the 
skills they need to manage their illness and 
continue functioning in other aspects of their lives 
(eg. with work, school, family or friends).  

·  Early intervention focuses on comprehensive care 
of the whole person, rather than just treating 
symptoms. 

 
Getting Help 
Research shows 75% of mental health disorders begin 
before the age of 25 years. But 70% of young people who 
experience mental health and substance use problems 
don’t seek help. This is especially the case for males, 
Indigenous people and young people from culturally and 
linguistically diverse backgrounds. 
 
Young people are less likely to seek help if they: 
·  Are experiencing symptoms of depression or 

suicidal thoughts;  
·  Have a negative view about seeking help;  
·  Have had a negative experience with sources of 

help in the past, or  
·  Believe that they don’t need anyone else’s help.
