6. HOMEWORK AT MIDDLE CAMPUS 
It may seem strange that students at the Middle Campus 
appear to have less homework that younger students, 
however we have found over the past few years that 
many adolescents have significant after school 
commitments and consequently find it difficult to also fit in 
traditional “homework”.  We acknowledge that it is 
important for students to contribute to the wider 
community and they are developing important skills, 
teamwork, fitness, knowledge and understanding of the 
world of work or community in many of the activities 
undertaken after school and on the weekend.  As a result 
homework is used in the main for catching up missed 
work, completion of class work, reading and for the 
learning of tests.  Long-term assignments may be set 
over a period of time.  This develops a student’s 
organisational skills and allows flexibility of time to cater 
for outside commitments.  If a student has no specific 
homework set, it is expected that they focus on extra 
reading or work that relates to the activities the student is 
involved in out of school, including the identification of 
competencies gained through participation in activities 
such as: 

a. Community (e.g. coaching, umpiring, church 
 commitments) 

b. Family (e.g. cooking, shopping, house duties, 
 block / family business duties) 

c. Identify / self (e.g. paid work, sport, dance, 
 music, volunteer work) 

 

So while “homework” may not always be set by the 
teacher, we encourage all students to make the most of 
their time to develop the multitude of skills needed for the 
21st Century.

8. IMMUNISATION PROGRAM 
The 2009 SA School Based Immunisation Program will 
be offered at Glossop High School by The Berri Barmera 
Council.  
 
Immunisation consent forms have already been sent 
home with students. Parents/legal guardians are asked to 
complete and sign the forms and return them to the 
school. If you have not already returned the form to the 
school please do so by Friday 6 th March . If you have not 
yet received a consent form please ask at the school 
office. 
 

All Year 8 female students will be offered: 
·  A three dose course of Human Papillomavirus (HPV) 

vaccine 
 
All Year 8 Students will be offered: 
·  A two dose course of Hepatitis B vaccine 4-6 months 

apart; and  
·  One dose of Varicella (chicken pox) vaccine 
 
These vaccines will be offered over 3 visits 
 
Chicken pox disease can be mild with only a few spots. If 
your student has not had chicken pox disease or chicken 
pox vaccine then they are eligible for the vaccine. One 
injection is required for students under 14 years of age 
and two injections are required 1-2 months apart for 
students 14 years and older. When two injections are 
required, the second injection is available at a cost from 
your doctor or the Loxton Waikerie Council and Renmark 
Paringa Council immunisation clinics (contact the 
Councils for further information). 
 
On 16th March 2009  all Year 9 students will be 
offered: 
·  One dose of Boostrix (Diphtheria, Tetanus & 

Pertussis) vaccine 
 
The Berri Barmera Council will be visiting Glossop High 
School to provide the Boostrix (Diphtheria, Tetanus & 
Pertussis) vaccine. Vaccination will only occur if consent 
has been given. 
 
We ask that parents notify Council before this date: 
·  Of any changes to the information on the consent 

form – in particular your child’s medical condition 
·  If you wish to withdraw your consent.

Alcohol and other drugs 
It's good to be informed about alcohol and other drugs - the 
more you know, the better you will be able to make good 
decisions and stay safe.  
What are drugs?  
A drug is any substance that you take into your body that 
affects the way it functions. Drugs cause physical and/or 
psychological changes.  They act on the brain to change the 
way someone thinks, feels or acts.  They are often classed in 
three different ways: depressants, stimulants and 
hallucinogens, according to the way they affect the central 
nervous system.  
Drugs and mental health 
Some people make the mistake of thinking that taking drugs 
can help get them through tough times. However, drugs, 
including alcohol, can contribute to, or trigger, mental health 
problems in people. Commonly reported mental illnesses linked 
to drug use include anxiety, depression, paranoia, panic 
attacks, and psychosis. 
Alcohol slows down your coordination, judgement and response 
time.  Alcohol will not necessarily make you feel depressed, but 
it can exaggerate the mood you were in before you started to 
drink. If you have a mental health issue, like depression, alcohol 
can make these feelings stronger. 
 
It's not good to drink  

·  If you're under 18 years of age 
·  If you're pregnant  
·  If you are taking medicine  
·  If you have physical health problems  
·  If you're going to drive or use machinery  
·  If you're feeling depressed or anxious
