2008 SACE Results
Certainly we have published a lot of detail about last
year's SACE Results in the local media, newsletters
and in the Annual School Report (copies available
from both campuses). However, as we have
analysed the copious amount of data that has been
available from SSABSA, some very positive trends
have emerged. | would like to share just a few of
these positive trends with you.
Before | do so | would like to explain the term “like
schools”. This term refers to schools that are very
similar to Glossop. It does not necessarily refer to
other schools in our district. The results given below
are for 2008 and reflect a growing positive trend that
has clearly been evident in the past five years.
“State schools refer to EVERY school in SA with
secondary enrolments (both public and private).
School Average Score (%) (stage 1)
—5.7% above like schools
Average Achievement Score (/20) (stage 2)
1.56 above like schools
0.27 above state average
% of As and Bs — 19.1% above like schools
— 4% above state schools
Average TER (Tertiary Entrance Ranking)
— 8.27 above like schools (Max: 99.95)
SACE Completion — 20.4% above like schools
— 4.2% above state schools

These are outstanding statistics. We are very proud
of them. We are very proud of our students .We are
very proud of the staff who serve the needs — in
both campuses.

These statistics, and others, clearly demonstrate
that Glossop High School ADDS VALUE to our
student’'s educational outcomes. However, we are
