From the Bridge 
 

Building the Educational Revolution, otherwise known as BER, is nearly 
underway at Ocean Reef Primary.  This Federal Government stimulus 
spending has certainly been a hectic and challenging program for school 
communities.  For the Ocean Reef community BER is going to give the 
school a real facelift and some greatly improved accommodation. 
 
The John Holland company is in charge of the $2.5 million building works 
which consists of a new three-room early childhood block which will be 
built where the Venturi staff car park is situated.  The drive-through will 
go and the staff car park will be rebuilt closer to the road.  The new block 
will be matched to the current school buildings and landscaping and 
paths will join it to the Junior Primary playground.  This building with 
verandahs on both sides, should enhance the Venturi vista offered by 
our school. 
 
The remainder of the big budget funding will be spent on refurbishing the 
Quarterdeck.  Every roller door will go, two of the doorways on the south 
side will be filled in, and high-tech, bird-proof doors will fill the remaining 
four openings.  A roof extension will be built between the Quarterdeck 
and Starboard Block.  This roofing will create additional shade in the 
summer and protection from the rain in winter.  The extension will be 
fantastic when we have big school musters or concerts.  There are other 
minor refurbishments to the Quarterdeck but the big improvement is 
keeping out the birds and eliminating the mess they make. 
 
The small BER funding deals with maintenance items.  This project will 
be handled by Alltech Constructions and basically involves painting the 
whole-school, doing some drainage improvements and resurfacing the 
basketball courts.  We are hoping there will also be money available to 
cover entrances to our three teaching blocks. 
 
BER may have attracted some adverse publicity but for Ocean Reef 
Primary it is a chance to shine.

BER Warnings 
The BER program of building starts on the first day of term 4!  Before that 
time the two areas of building activity, the Quarterdeck and the new 
rooms’ location, will be fenced off. 
The Quarterdeck area will be easier to manage as that renovation may be 
delayed into the Christmas holidays.  Even when fenced off, the Galley 
and the Gardener’s sheds will still be open to Carolyn and Claire.  We 
might even be able to use the sports shed. 
The main action will be around the staff car park at the Venturi end of the 
school.  At the beginning of next term parents and students will only be 
able to access the junior primary areas via the path that leads to the bike 
racks.  All the paths and driveways which lead down to PP1, PP2, 
Kindergarten and Cabins 1 - 4, will be CLOSED.  They will remain closed 
for all of term 4 2009 and possibly for the beginning of the 2010 school 
year. 
The junior primary playground will reman open but access is only via the 
gates near the shed and Cabin 1.  Access to the school will not be 
available to the south of cabins 3 and 4 due to the closure of the paths 
along the drive through. 
The building program is scheduled to take 26 weeks but there is some 
down-time over the Christmas holidays which might extend this period.  
All building work and all building materials will remain within the two 
compounds that are established around the Quarterdeck and around the 
Venturi staff parking area.  Workers stay within the compounds and do 
not move through the school.  The building company, John Holland, 
supplies portable toilet for the workers.  Staff and student toilets are 
strictly off limits to builders.

What Should I Do In An Asthma Emergency? 
Everybody with asthma should have their own ‘action plan’, or you 
can follow the Asthma First Aid Plan.  If their condition suddenly 
deteriorates or, if at any time you are concerned, call 000 
 immediately and proceed with the Asthma First Aid Plan. 
Asthma First Aid Plan 
1. Sit the Person upright and give reassurance.  
2. Without delay give 4 puffs of a blue Reliever puffer (Airomir, Asmol, 

Epaq or Ventolin), one puff at a time, preferably through a spacer de-
vice.  Ask the person to take 4 breaths from the spacer after each puff. 

3. Wait 4 minutes. 
4. If there is little or no improvement, repeat steps 2 and 3.  if there is still 

little or no improvement, call an ambulance immediately (000).   
    Continuously repeat steps 2 to 3 while waiting for the ambulance.
